Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2 (KS1&2)
Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2 children are taught in a variety of settings so that children benefit from working within both banded and mixed-ability groups.  As they grow older the opportunities to explain their learning and gained knowledge to younger year groups increases.  Teaching other makes a huge difference to how our children remember information and how they create links between what they have learnt.
Our small group sizes ensure high staff:pupil ratios, enabling us to provide high quality, personalised learning experiences. We plan activities based on individual needs, providing timely support and intervention where needed, ensuring that all our children reach their full potential.
